With any meeting it's important to ensure
that everything is in the right place, no matter
how insignificant it may seem: for example
the moderation material, with pens that work
and pinboards. After all, guests are always
better able to concentrate on their tasks in
pleasant surroundings.

But with
my experience, I'm always able to come up
with a solution to any problem quickly. And if
not, one of my colleagues is guaranteed to
know what to do.
